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GUIDELINES FOR LISTING

The South African Social Investment Exchange (SASIX) is an online social investment platform, similar to a stock exchange, where carefully selected development projects are listed for people to invest in*. The return on the investment is always social or environmental (or both), and may also be financial, but in all cases is vital to the development of South Africa.

SASIX invites non-profit organisations, preferably working in the Presidential Poverty Nodes, to submit concept notes for listing in the following sectors:

1. Enterprise Development
SASIX is looking for projects that:
· Support entrepreneur education and training, small local enterprises and agricultural businesses.
· Increase the business administration and financial literacy skills of members of poor communities and other disadvantaged individuals.

· Support the teaching of entrepreneurship skills in schools and FET colleges.

· Provide practical business advice and support for start-up businesses.

· Create community investment trusts and co-operatives that undertake economic activity in poor and rural areas, ensuring that jobs and money are recycled within those communities.

· Provide vocational skills and sustainable income-generation opportunities for the marginalised, such as women, disabled people and those living in deep rural areas.

· Address gender imbalances by supporting initiatives that provide access to microcredit and microfinance, especially to women.

· Invest in existing businesses to help them become more productive and maximise their income

1. Environment and Conservation
SASIX is looking for projects that: 
· Develop local leadership capacity for conservation action.
· Empower communities to generate livelihoods through viable projects in the sustainable harvesting of natural resources, organic food growing, nature-based tourism and community-based conservation.

· Raise awareness of environmental issues and conservation practices.

· Promote recycling, waste management and creative ideas to preserve the environment.

· Support and involve schools and communities in greening programmes with water-wise indigenous plant species, vegetable gardening and permaculture.

· Support environmental education and training programmes as part of the national curriculum. 

· Undertake mainstream conservation activities into existing development and environmental planning initiatives.

· Enlist political commitment and leadership on pressing environmental and conservation issues.

· Promote the protection of animals and wildlife species. 

· Use ‘waterwise’ management techniques such as catchments.

2. Health
SASIX is looking for projects that: 
· Promote community education and empowerment in healthy living and disease prevention. 
· Support government's provision of primary healthcare services.

· Provide education for the prevention of communicable diseases such as HIV/AIDS, sexually transmitted infections and TB. 

· Provide training and other capacity building for healthcare workers and community organisations. 

· Promote voluntary HIV testing and counselling, help people obtain anti-retroviral treatment and medical care, and support to orphans and vulnerable children by HIV/AIDS.

· Promote gender equality and reduce the vulnerability of women and girls to HIV infection.

· Provide nutritional support, especially to children in rural areas.

· Offer affordable, accessible and comprehensive primary healthcare services, particularly in rural communities. 

Guidelines for listing

To be considered for listing on SASIX, your organisation must:

1. be registered as an NPO or PBO in South Africa.

2. be registered as a cause on www.myggsa.co.za 

Before applying, please carefully consider whether your project and/or organization fits the following criteria: 

· Addresses an identified need within a community.

· Promotes community engagement and ownership.
· Is a time-bound intervention with a beginning and an end.
· Has clear and realistic objectives, linked to specific deliverables. 

· Uses evidence-based monitoring and evaluation tools, which will be able to show that the project achieved the intended objectives.

· Is able to show a track record of having implemented similar interventions in the past, OR pilot projects that demonstrate a high level of innovation.  
· Budget focuses primarily on project-related expenses (administration costs do not exceed 10% of the total).
· Has a project budget that represents a sensible portion of the overall organisational costs relative to the range of current funders.  

· Preferably targets at least one of the 22 identified Presidential Poverty Nodes, which are: Alfred Nzo; Bushbuckridge; Central Karoo; Chris Hani; Kgalagadi; Maluti-a-Phofung; Maruleng; O.R. Tambo; Sekhukhune; Ugu; Ukhahlamba; Umkhanyakude; Umzimkhulu; Umzinyathi; Zululand; Alexandra; Galeshewe; Inanda, Ntuzuma and Kwamashu (INK); Khayelitsha; Mdantsane; Mitchell’s Plain and Motherwell. 

Listing process and timelines

· You submit a concept note using the attached form by deadline date.
· Your concept note will be reviewed by SASIX evaluation staff. 

· Selected organisations will be invited to summit full applications for listing.

· Information sessions will be held in convenient urban centres in South Africa in order to provide the selected applicants with a better understanding of the SASIX evaluation, listing and funding cycle. These workshops are optional.

· Full applications and supporting documents will be reviewed by SASIX evaluation staff and a peer review panel. If the application is successful, your project will be listed on SASIX for investment.

· Our evaluation process is rigorous and consists of a number of phases. Once listed, funding depends on investor interest in your project. We have a number of campaigns that drive investors to the platform but it is important for your own expectations to appreciate that the funding process may take some time. 

· From application to implementation: 

· Evaluation: 2-3 months

· Listing to full investment: 3–12 months

· Payment of investment funds: on agreement and completion of a Grant Agreement (funds are normally paid in tranches against project deliverables) 

· For this reason, projects must be able to provide a flexible staring date. The listing process takes time and SASIX should not be seen as an emergency or quick stop for gap-funding requirements.
· SASIX does not guarantee funds or items to any organisation. We act as an intermediary between donors and beneficiaries only. If projects are not funded within a period of time, we will de-list them. This is normally done in a sensitive way taking cognisance of the investors that have invested (and what they want to have happen with the funds) as well as the needs of the project. 

· SASIX does not list projects which promote discrimination or a particular religious or political viewpoint.
